Please do not drive
through sites.

8. Fires in rings only, please do not
move the rings.

9. No fireworks allowed at campsites.
Designated areas will be set up
for holidays.

10. All swimming is a your own risk.
No lifeguard is on duty at the
pool or by the river. No children
younger than 12 are to swim in
the pool or river without the su-
pervision of a responsible adult.

11. Pool hours are 9 a.m. to dark. No
diving or jumping in the pool.
Young children/babies must wear
suit/swim diaper in the pool.

12. Children must be supervised
in the campground, including
bathrooms and showers, by a
responsible adult.

13. Quiet hours are 10 p.m.-7 a.m.
Sunday-Thursday and 10:30
p-m.-7 a.m. Friday and Saturday.
No loud music or noises at any
time. Disregard for the comfort of
others or of the management may
result in your removal from the
grounds without refund.

14. No weapons allowed.

15. Please do not use generators.

16. No riding bikes after dark.

17. All children, younger than 16,
MUST be at their sites or with a
parent/guardian after 10 p.m.

18. Fishing encouraged from the two
campground docks and your own
site(s).
